Identifying Books, etc.:

· SPU Online Catalog: Keyword, LC Subject, Title, Author searches
· Summit Online Catalog: through SPU catalog, to obtain books in 3 days.
· WorldCat: access to library catalogs world-wide, for Interlibrary Loan
Identifying Periodical Articles: (access via Database link)
· PsycINFO: indexing to the world’s research literature, including 450 full text titles
· MEDLINE: indexing to the world’s medical research literature

· E-Journal Portal: direct access to SPU’s complete online full text journal collection

Obtaining Items:
· SPU Library: resources on-site; books can be checked-out

· Summit borrowing: free 3 day delivery of books to Circulation counter for 6 week checkout, plus bound journal volumes can be obtained as well.
· Interlibrary Loan: free (usually, or else up to $15 per request); forms via Library Page. Requests placed off PsycINFO and MEDLINE go directly to SPU library for processing (but remember, don’t order book chapters located in PsycINFO directly off PsycINFO; cut & paste full book bibliographic data from PsycINFO to Library ILL online form, once you have checked our catalog and Summit for availability).

· Other Regional Libraries: where books can be checked out with SPU student ID and journals used on-site from all Summit participating libraries in Washington State and Oregon.
